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Our Journey to Europ

In 2015 seventy five cameras
were given to people attempting
to migrate to Europe, to ilm
where regular film crews can’t:
on inflatable dinghies crossing
from Turkey to Greece, in lorries
entering the Channel Tunnel,
on open trucks driven by people
smugglers across the Sahara.
The result is a terrifyingly
intimate yet epic portrait of the
biggest story of the decade.

Filmed across 6 countries, from
Afghanistan to Austria, Senegal to
Sweden, Ethiopia to England, we follow
the migrants across thousands of
miles. Film crews also met contributors
when it was safe to do so, and asked
them about their motives, means,

and expectations of the life that lay
ahead in Europe. Some have found new
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homes, having been granted asylum
in Britain. Others remain in the jungle
in Calais, and many more continue on
their journey.

These are the personal stories of
individuals who collectively form

an unprecedented phenomenon: a,
million migrants arrived in Europe
in 2015, from across the Middle East
and Africa, some escaping war or
persecution, others searching for an
escape from poverty. All are heading
for what they hope will be a, better,
safer, life in Europe.

Filmed over the biggest migration
movement Burope has seen in 75
years, this series provides an intimate
portrait of the experiences of those
making the journeys and explores the
real stories behind the headlines.
